Twinkling Tots  is a 45 minute combo class geared toward 3 and 4 year olds who are ready to 

experience dance! They will be introduced to ballet, tap, jazz and tumbling. Dancers must wear ASD 

apparel, tan tap shoes and Bloch Glitterdust ballet shoes purchased from the lobby and have their hair 

up. 

Shining Starz  is a 45 minute combo class geared toward 4 year old dancers who have already 

completed a season in Twinkling Tots. They will continue their skill training in ballet, tap, jazz and 

tumbling. Dancers must wear ASD apparel, tan tap shoes and Glitterdust ballet shoes  purchased from 

the lobby and have their hair up. 

Early Starz is a 45 minute class of Ballet, Lyrical,  Jazz, Hip Hop, Tumbling or Musical Theater. (See 

class descriptions below). Early Starz ballet dancers need to wear an ASD leotard, tights and split sole 

canvas Bloch ballet shoes purchased from ASD. All ballet students must wear their hair in a slicked 

back high bun. 

Ballet 1-4: This is a one hour class emphasizing fluid, graceful movements and long lines, along with 

strict adherence to correct form and technique, especially turn-out of the legs. Dancers need to wear an 

ASD leotard (Ballet 1-Iris, Ballet 2-Turquoise, Ballet 3-Purple, Ballet 4-Cerise), tights and split sole 

canvas Bloch ballet shoes purchased from ASD. All ballet students must wear their hair in a slicked 

back high bun. Boys wear black bottoms, All-Starz Dance Studio shirt and black ballet shoes. 

Lyrical 1-4 This is a one hour class that embodies various aspects of ballet, jazz and acro. It combines 

ballet technique with the freedom and musicality of jazz and contemporary. Dancers need to wear ASD 

apparel, Bloch canvas lyrical shoes and have their hair pulled back. 



Jazz 1-4: This is a one hour class involving the use of syncopated steps and movements to interpret the 

music’s complex rhythms. Dancers need to wear ASD apparel and tan leather jazz shoes purchased 

from ASD and have their hair pulled back. Boys wear black bottoms, All-Starz Dance Studio shirt and 

black jazz shoes. 

Hip Hop 1-4: This is a one hour class characterized by freestyle movements, unique rhythmic 

combinations and incorporation of complex movements and music. Dancers need to wear ASD 

apparel and have their hair pulled back. All dancers wear the Hip Pop Dance sneakers except for Hip 

Hop 3/4 wears the Blaze Icon dance sneakers SNEAKERS SHOULD ONLY BE WORN IN 

STUDIO, NOT AS STREET SHOES! Boys wear black bottoms, All-Starz Dance Studio shirt and 

black hip hop shoes. 

Contemporary 1-4: This is a one hour class which combines the strong but controlled legwork of 

ballet along with the unpredictable changes in rhythm, speed and direction. Dancers need to wear ASD 

apparel and black socks purchased from ASD and have their hair pulled back. 

Tumbling 1-4: This is a one hour class of dance tumbling. Please contact the studio for placement. 

Must also be enrolled in a dance class. Dancers need to wear ASD apparel and have their hair pulled 

back. 

Musical Theater 1-4: This is a 45 minute class that works toward a performance that combines songs, 

spoken dialogue, acting and dance. The story and emotional content of a musical are communicated 

through words, music, movement and technical aspects of the entertainment as an integrated whole. 

Dancers need to wear ASD apparel, tan leather jazz shoes and have their hair pulled back. 

Tap 1-4: This is a 45 minute fun expression of dance using your feet to make fast, repetitive 

movements to create sounds and rhythms. Rhythm, improvisation and body movements are all key 

components of this dance style. Dancers need to wear ASD apparel, black lace up tap shoes (preferably 

split sole) and have their hair pulled back. 

Stretching and Conditioning or Technique: This is a one hour class in the foundational principles 

of body movement and form used in ballet. Techniques learned are a framework for many other styles 

of dance. Dancers need to wear ASD apparel and have their hair pulled back. 



LESSON FEES: The monthly fee is a flat fee. The fee remains the same whether it is a long (5-week) 

or short (3-week) month and regardless of absences. Lesson fees will be billed to you at the first of each 

month and are due by the 7th of the month. A late fee of $15 will be applied on the 10th for any unpaid 

balance and there will be a $25 service fee on any returned checks. NOTE: Any family member having 

more than one student enrolled in classes will receive a 10% discount off the total monthly fee for the 

second child. 

PARADES/PERFORMANCES/RECITAL and RECITAL COSTUMES: We will be 

participating in local community events throughout the dance year. An ASDC t-shirt costing $20 and 

ASDC black leggings is needed for all performances/parades and for company dancers, pink top and 

pink leggings. The date and time of the 2026 Recital is May 30 at 2 p.m. Rehearsal will be May 27, 

4-7pm. All performances are voluntary except for the recital, in which you are EXPECTED to 

perform. Students will have one costume (per class) ordered for the recital: $80 or $95. Costume fees 

are entered in the fall  and are  non-refundable! Costumes will be ordered during the Christmas holiday 

and passed out beginning in February. 

Please note: There is a non-refundable registration fee of $35 per family and non-refundable 

recital fee of $130 per student.  

We are asking that you pay your registration fee and recital fee at the time of registration. The 

registration fee is for the enrollment of students into our studio. The recital fee includes FREE 

admission, a recital t-shirt, recital/showcase video access code and pays for the cost of putting on the 

recital each year in a nice facility in lieu of charging admission. 

COMMUNICATION/HOLIDAYS: All information about holidays, performances, parades, etc. 

will be emailed with  monthly statements as well as on our website, Instagram AND Facebook. If you 

do not want your child’s picture on social media (there will never be names associated with the 

pictures) please send an email to the studio. Holidays will generally follow the Clay County School 

schedule.  

ATTENDANCE: Good attendance is imperative! If a dancer misses a class it may be made up in a 

comparable class. The studio reserves the right to combine classes if at any time during the year class 

enrollment is less than 6 students per class. 



CLASS OBSERVATION: Class observation is permitted only by viewing through the “window” in 

the waiting room. Please remember that you will have the opportunity to see your child’s progress at 

the performances during the year. 

INSURANCE: All-Starz Dance Studio does not carry medical insurance for its students. It is 

REQUIRED that all students be covered by their own family insurance policies and if injury occurs it 

is understood that the student’s own policy is your ONLY source of reimbursement.
